2nd Vice Commanders Message—regarding Medal of Honor continued.  

When the Medal of Honor (MOH) was created, the only standard for 
awarding it was legislative injunction that it be bestowed for “gallantry in ac-
tion” and other “seamanlike” (or soldierly) qualities. This broad definition 
caused some actions to be recognized whiles others, just as gallant, went 
unrewarded. As the Civil War drew to a close, the whims of commanders 
who recommended men for medals was often as important as the actions 
of the men themselves. 
Examples of varied standards for the MOH occurred throughout the Civil 
War. In South Carolina in October 1863, General Quincy Gillmore decreed 
that MOH’s were to be given out to those who distinguished themselves in 
his attempt to take Charleston, but that no more than 3 percent of the men 
in each regiment were to receive them. It is perhaps fortunate that Gill-
more’s plan never went into full effect, for the 3 percent of his command 
would have accounted for several hundred medals all by themselves. 

Elsewhere generals found the medal and the standards for its award so 
unspecific that they simply failed to recommend worthy soldiers. This ac-
counts for the incredible disparity in the numbers given for different cam-
paigns. In Sherman’s campaign through the Carolinas in the early months 
of 1865, including major battles at Averasboro and Bentonville, North Caro-
lina, only three MOH’s were awarded. In General James H Wilson’s cele-
brated raid through Alabama, his three divisions of cavalry took five fortified 
cities, twenty-three colors, 288 cannon, and almost 7,000 prisoners, one of 
them President Jefferson Davis. Yet only twelve medals went to Wilson’s 
troopers, all for flag captures By contrast, the number of awards that went 
to men of the Army of the Potomac just for its final week of the war in pur-
suit of Lee’s retreating army to Appomattox was almost embarrassing. —

No business meeting held June 2015 (Annual Picnic) 

Member Focus

Reminiscing 

 
Monday morning, June 15th, 2015, a group of people standing around near the old terminal of the Walla 

Walla Regional Airport were asked if they wanted a ride to the Pasco airport and get a free ride back to Walla 
Walla in a World War II bomber.  We jumped at the chance. 

For most of us the plane ride back on the B-17 Flying Fortress, B-24 Liberator, and B-25 Mitchell was 
short and routine.  It was a different story for me.  My mind and feelings reverted back to 1952, 63 years ago 
when I was a young Navy Aviation Ordnance man in FASR on 120 (Fleet Aircraft Service Squadron) based 
at Oppana, Japan. 

Our job was to provide what was called a 240 (240 hours of flying time) check on PBM’s (Patrol Bomber 
by Martin) known as Mariner’s; a slow, antiquated, twin engine, gull wing, lumbering flying boat left-over from 
WWII.  It had a maximum speed of 195 knots, cruised at 160 and stayed in the air so long it had two bunks 
and a galley.  It also had two .50 caliber machine guns in a nose turret, two in a tail (stinger) turret and two 
waist guns.  It also carried 4,000 pounds of bombs or depth charges.  It was my job to make sure all that ord-
nance was functional. 

After the plane’s engines and everything else were overhauled a check crew would take the plane up for 
a check hop.  I was part of the check hop crew.  We were paid $50 more each month.  It was called hazard 
duty pay.  We earned it.  No one knew for sure what would happen to a plane overhauled by Navy personnel, 
especially on takeoff, flown by a 22 year old kid.  Parachutes!  There weren’t any.  Didn’t see a one on the B-
24, either. 

While taking off from Pasco in the B-24 I looked at the upper deck turret and wondered how anyone now-
adays could fit into its restricted confines.  I wondered how I ever did. ( I weighed 150 and had to squeeze 
in.)  Of course in those days everyone was thin; a man would have had to be to get into the turret much less 
get out.  I know I couldn’t do it now because we acquire more than wrinkles as we grow older. 

In those days we did not have earplugs.  This time we did.  The engines sounded good never-the-less so 
I relaxed on takeoff, curled up in back of the pilots compartment and prayed all the way back to Walla Walla, 
just like I used to do on check hops.

On April 1, 1865, when the Battle of Five Forks cut 
off Lee’s right flank and forced him to give up Peters-
burg and Richmond, sixteen Yankees earned the 
award.  The next day another seventeen were one as 
Grant and Meade pressed into Petersburg fortifica-
tions.Only one was earned on April 3 and another on 
April 4, but then on the fifth, eight more medals were 
bestowed for skirmishes at Paine's Cross Roads and 
Amelia Springs as Grant pursued Lee. 

Then came April 6 and the Battles of Sayler’s 
Creek. Fully fifty MOH’s were awarded just for the flag 
captures alone, among them Tom Custer’s. In all, 103 
medals went to men of this army just for flag captures 

in those nine days, while other acts of daring and 
bravery raised the total number awarded to 155. In 
short, 13 percent of all the MOH’s given in the Civil 
War went to men in just one army, for barley more 
than a week’s campaign against a retreating foe. This 
is not to say that the men who won them were not just 
as entitled as other recipients. It merely reflects the 
somewhat haphazard way in the medal was given in 
its early years, as well as the constant preoccupation 
of Washington with its army in Virginia. And com-
manders with Grant, knowing that this must surely be 
their last campaign, may have been overzealous in 
trying to garner recognition for their men before they 
all returned to civilian life.
