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The Medal of Honor  

The 19th installment of a se-
ries by the 2nd Vice Phil 
Shivell. 

The three monitors 
(ironclads) following the Te-

cumseh sped past the fort. The next ship 
in line was the Brooklyn, a wooden hull 
screw sloop (a 2,532 ton steamer that uti-
lized steam engines for propulsion) 
manned by a crew of 335 officers and en-
listed with one ten inch and 20 nine inch 
smoothbore (10 on each 
side). When it came 
abreast of the fort the 
forward lookouts spotted 
the torpedoes (mines) 
and cried out, 
ñTorpedoes! Dead 
ahead!ò The Captain, 
James Alden, Jr., imme-
diately gave the order to 
back all engines. This 
command brought the 
large vessel to a sudden stop right in front 
of Fort Morganôs many guns. The rebel 
gunners, no doubt, were ecstatic over 
such a huge target sitting almost motion-
less right in front of them.  They reacted 
accordingly by unleashing a murderous 
barrage of shot and shell that , within sec-
onds, decimated one sixth of Brooklynôs 
crew. The carnage was horrific. Body parts 
were blown hither and yon with blood run-
ning down the deck like rainwater and 
heads rolled around like loose cannon 
balls. 
Confusion reigned. The ships in back of 
the Brooklyn milled about in disorder. No 
one knew what to do. No one that is , ex-
cept Admiral Farragut. His flagship, the 
Hartford, was directly in back of the Brook-
lyn. Upon seeing the wholesale slaughter 
on the Brooklyn and the jumbled up mass 
of ships behind he quickly climbed the  

starboard rigging to get a better view of  
the situation above the swirling black 
smoke from the Brooklynôs return fire. ( A 
sailor followed him up and tied him to the 
rigging lest he fall)  After viewing the sce-
ne he cried out, ñDamn the torpedoes, full 
speed ahead!ò And the Hartford shot past 
the Brooklyn. Captain Alden, and the rest 
of the armada, quickly followed, each ship 
shelling the fort as it past. 
The Brooklyn, in that brief moment when 
shot and shell descended on it like hail 
stones, suffered 54 men killed and 23 
wounded. For the surviving gunnersô hero-
ic action of literally standing by their guns 
when dozens of men lay dead or dying 
round about them, 23 of them received the 
Medal of Honor. Among them were Ser-
geantsô J. Henry Denig and Michael Hud-
son and Corporalsô Miles Oviatt and 
Willard M. Smith (USMC).   

USS Brooklyn dressed overall and with her yards manned at the

Annual Membership Dues: $36.00 per year  -   Life Membership Dues: $250.00 
To be eligible for membership, you must have served in the U.S. Armed Forces, including the Na-
tional Guard and Reserves, anytime after Sept. 15, 1940.  Additionally, unless still serving, your dis-
charge must  have been under honorable conditions. If you served as an American citizen in the 
armed forces of an allied nation, under honorable conditions, between Sept. 15, 1940 and May 8, 
1975, you are also eligible, as are wartime members of the Merchant Marine. Proof of eligibility can 
be the form of a DD-214, an honorable discharge certificate or other appropriate document.
